Bread of Life Christian Church in Portland (BOLIP) Facility Use 

Policy and Application

BOLIP Facility Use Policy
Bread of Life Christian Church in Portland (BOLIP) facilities were provided through God’s providence and by the generosity of its church members. BOLIP desires that its facilities be used for the fellowship of the Body of Christ and for ministry events that bring God’s glory. In additional to BOLIP’s own ministry usage, BOLIP also makes its facilities available to approved ministry groups and/or events as a witness to our faith, prescribed in the church bylaw, and as a means of demonstrating the Gospel of Jesus Christ in practice.

Facility usage will not be permitted to persons or groups holding, advancing, or advocating beliefs or practices that conflict with BOLIP’s faith or teachings, which are summarized in, among other places, the church’s bylaws. BOLIP will not allow events with political agenda to be held on the premises.  Nor may church facilities be used for activities that contradict, or are deemed inconsistent with, BOLIP’s faith or moral teachings. This policy applies to all church facilities, regardless of whether the facilities are connected to the church’s sanctuary, because the church sees all of its property as holy and set apart to worship God. (Col 3:17.)
BOLIP’s Executive Pastoral Team, or its official designee, is the final decision-maker concerning use of church facilities.

Facility Usage Policy Regarding Marriage Ceremony (Wedding)
Because God has ordained marriage and defined it as the convenant relationship between a man, a woman, and Himself, Bread of Life Christian Church in Portland will only recognize marriages between a biological man and a biological woman. Further, the ministers and staff of Bread of Life Christian Church shall only participate in weddings and solemnize marriages between one man and one woman. Finally, the facility and property of Bread of Life Christian Church in Portland shall only host weddings between one man and one woman. 

Approved Users and Priority of Use

The Executive Pastoral Team or its official designee, must approve all uses of church facilities.
Priority

Church sponsored events have first priority over other events. BOLIP reserves the right to deny

the usage of its facility to any individual or organization.

Rental Fee Exemption and Rules
Events that fall under one of the following categories are exempted from rental fee.

- Events sponsored by BOLIP ministry teams and cell groups for the purpose of

outreach to the community, spiritual revival, Christian education, and Christian fellowship.

- BOLIP sponsored events and/or organizations (approved by Executive Pastoral team) for

community service such as food bank, cancer society, etc.

All other events or organizations will not be exempted from facility rental fee, unless specifically

approved by EPT. Such approval will be considered on case by case basis.

When BOLIP agrees to officially sponsor an event that is organized by a non-member, a

suggested donation will be asked to cover the operating cost.

For non-BOLIP-sponsored events that are organized by BOLIP members, the event will enjoy a

50% discount off the regular rental fee, while all rental rules and regulations (specified in Facility

Rental Policy and Facility Rental Agreement) still apply.

Facility Reservation Procedure

1. Reservations are accepted no more than 6 months and no less than 30 days in advance

(except those approved by the Executive Pastoral Team).

2. Facility Use Application form must be filed in person directly to General Administration (currently Albert Tsang). Reservation requests through other means will result in delaying the application process.

3. Please obtain a copy of the Facility Rental Policy and Application through General Administration.  The policy contains useful information regarding the rules and regulations

5. I understand that I will be responsible for any cleaning and damages to the church facilities resulting from this proposed use of facilities.
6. I understand that BOLIP is a no drug, no alcohol, no tobacco use facility.
7. The church believes disputes are to be worked out between parties without recourse to the courts. See, generally, Matthew Chapter 18 and 1 Corinthians Chapter 6. Accordingly, users of the facility agree to attempt resolution of any disputes through Christian mediation.
